I remembered myself at that age, without
knowing for certain whether it was better or
worse.

After the son had gotten more restless,
| watched his mother call him over to her and
pull him into her lap. With a whisper she asked
for his help in maintaining a greater degree of
order in the house. He seemed to agree. With
his back pressed against her chest, his body
stretched out on hers, she reached her arms
around him and squeezed a reassuring hug.
Then, her hands moved furiously to his tummy
and he instantly began to wiggle and squirm
with great laughter. His face lit up. His mouth
opened to let out screams of delight. What a

beautiful picture! He tickled with his mother. His
mother tickled with him.

What a day it had been for them. Only a
few hours earlier she had read a poem in honor
of her grandfather on the occasion of her
grandfather’s funeral. They had both sat in the
misty rain under a tent on the sandy soil of
southeast Virginia looking at a casket and
saying good-bye to his great grandfather.

The tickling stopped and he waited, still
as death. There was long pause before he
rocked his chest slightly and said, “Do it again.”

‘Do what again?” asked his mother.

“l want to laugh again!” he giggled. And
again they were tickled with each other.

Reinhold Niebuhr said laughter is the
beginning of prayer and Frederick Beuchner
says faith is laughter at the news of a child
named laughter. Joining with a child laughing
after death — that's a deep and transforming
faith renewed by prayer. Probably should have
removed my shoes. This was holy ground.

September 12'" Consistory Meeting Notes

Present for the September 12 meeting were Debbie Johnson, Dan Barrier, David Bowles, Pearl Kobylarz, Sheila
Mahaffey, Lex Graham, Kris Monks and Nathan King. Absent were Dawn McHale, Phil Rollins, Robin Drake,
George Smith and David Puckett

® Pastor King and Rose Edwards presented findings from the choir on the purchase of new robes. After

discussion, a motion was made, seconded and carried to table the proposal with instructions to the choir to
determine whether the choir was in favor of purchasing new robes and for the Worship Committee to gather
information from the choir regarding the robes.

It was reported that the Deacons were working on a rough draft of the 2005 budget and agreed that the draft
would be available for the October Consistory meeting. Kris Monks agreed to contact the accountant and ask
if line numbers could be added to the financial report.

Pastor King reported that he has compiled a list of church members he would call “active/semi-active.” The
list is compiled of folks on Trinity’s roll who would probably attend Trinity Church if they were to go to church.
There are 165 names on the list and for the past several months, there are usually 80-90 of these folks not
at Trinity on a given Sunday. This list has been given to the Consistory members and to the Morning Circle
to ask for their help in making weekly contacts to absentees.

Pearl Kobylarz reported that Family Promise now has seven host congregations signed up. Dan Barrier
reported that Texas Roadhouse has offered to provide fresh baked bread for church events, free of charge.
Dan agreed to contact them about providing bread for Homecoming on September 26. One week’s notice is
required.

In a letter from Theresa Woody-Rhodes, Pastor King read the new format for Worship & Arts and some
possibilities for an intergenerational handbell choir. Worship & Arts will meet every other Sunday at 9am in
the sanctuary. Pastor King raised the possibility of beginning a second worship service using a different
format than the 10:55am service.

Pastor King reported he had sent the Consistory’s request concerning the No Trespassing signs to the
Maintenance Team. Rev. King agreed to research the idea of a skateboarding rink with the city. Debbie
Johnson will contact the Maintenance Team concerning the no trespassing signs.

David Bowles reported he and Phil Rollins are working on the new sign for the front of the church and it
should be ready by the end of October.

Pastor King and George Smith have filmed a video of the contents of the church building and that video
is in the safe deposit box at First Charter National Bank.

Dan Barrier agreed to contact Brian Cranford to coordinate an outside workday before Homecoming.

It was agreed to allow the fellowship hall to be used by the Salvation Army Women’s Auxiliary on Tuesday,
January 18, 2005, if needed, as a snow date for a fundraiser on an earlier date at Forest Hill UMC.

It was reported that the Second Saturday Pancake Breakfasts have made about $300 clear in the two
months. The Consistory agreed for Kris Monks to secure advertising for the October pancake breakfast
for up to $350.00.

A motion was made, seconded and carried for two copies of the complete financial report, including the
Memorial & Improvements fund report attached, be placed in the Narthex before the third Sunday of each
month and that this action be publicized via bulletin and newsletter; that a summary of the financial report
showing Income and Expenditures, with categories, be published in each month’s newsletter, beginning in
October; that the annual financial report of the church, each year, show actual income and actual expenses
for the year ended.

The Consistory will develop a proposal of guidelines for the disbursement of monies in the memorial fund and
the UC Foundation earnings. Rev. King agreed to take a sample memorial gifts policy to the October meeting.

Remember the Sabbath

| once gave a group of adults a test. | gave them three minutes to write down the Ten Commandments. As the
three minute time limit came near, one lady, clearly exasperated, said, “| can only remember nine of them.”
Actually only a few of the adults got all ten. Most missed one or two or three. The lady who was exasperated at
missing one was even more chagrined when she found that she had left out “remember the Sabbath day to keep
it holy.”

“Why, | haven’t missed going to church on Sunday in year,” the lady said. “Even when | go on vacation |
attend church wherever | am. How in the world could | have missed that one?” | sympathized with her and the
group had a friendly laugh at her expense. The fact is, however, that all of us there knew she was a person who
honored all the commandments with an integrity and commitment that was superior to most people.

The sad fact is that many people — and the number is increasing according to a recent CBS news report —
have begun to treat the Sabbath day as if it were just another day. Church attendance is slowly being sifted out of
the agendas of many people. One young father told me that he loved church and knew the supreme value of
“keeping the Sabbath,” but that almost without knowing it he woke up one day to realize he had not been to
church in 5 months. He admitted that “it is easy to get off track” in terms of churchgoing and “hard to get back on
track” once you’ve gotten off.

Certainly we do live in an era when people have far more choices in terms of what to do with their Sundays.
But | do question whether those “other choices” over the long haul can impact their lives for good the way Sunday
worship can. There is something wonderful that can fall into place in our lives when we, through regular worship
and involvement in a faith community, learn to live according to the teachings of Jesus.

As a minister | am not interested in “shaming” people into remembering the Sabbath. If you have to badger
people into going to church or threaten them with dire consequences you defeat the purpose. | much prefer
appealing to the better instincts of people, in hopes that they will arrive at a decision reached by the “better angels
of their heart” to embrace the fourth commandment — “remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy.”

True the church is not perfect — it never was and never will be — but it is a diverse group of good people trying
to find a way to do what is right. | am a firm advocate of the separation of church and state, but | fear the thought
that more and more people may one day separate themselves from the church and the Sabbath.

So | encourage those of you who may have drifted a bit from the Sabbath to get back on track. You have
nothing to lose, but much to gain by being a faithful church member who honors the Sabbath. And if you are one
of the increasing number of those whose jobs require that they often work on Sunday, | would simply ask you to
send your family and for you to them on the Sundays you have free.

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Volunteer Work Groups Needed in Florida

Carry one another's burdens, and in this way you will fulfill the law of Christ. Galatians: 6:2

The 2004 hurricane season has already devastated almost the entire state of Florida. The season is not yet over!
Long-term recovery in Florida may take as long as five years!

The UCC National Disaster Ministries Office in cooperation with the UCC Florida Conference under the leadership
of Bill Wealand, Disaster Response Coordinator, is seeking volunteer work groups. Members of the United
Church of Christ and our global ministries partner the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) are requested to
consider organizing work groups to assist with repairing and rebuilding homes in Florida. If you have a group that
is interested in participating in this program, please contact Jay Richards (e-mail;jay2@jrichards.com). Jay is
volunteering his time to coordinate work groups. This is an incredible gift to communities impacted by these
hurricanes.

How do you know if you want to join a work group? Here are some questions to consider in relation to repairing
and rebuilding, or being part of the "team:" Are you skilled...somewhat skilled...unskilled, but able to follow
directions? Can you do any of the following: carpentry, pour concrete, hang drywall, paint? Are you a plumber,
roofer, electrician or mason? Are you able to do childcare? Are you a cook and/or can you serve and clean up?
Are you able to run errands?

Please consider these questions as you make decisions about organizing or participating in a volunteer work
group.

Frequently asked questions about volunteer work groups.

1. Where do we start? Begin to organize your team either from your church or a cluster of churches. Determine
the number of people that will go, their skill levels and experience, and identify a leader/contact person. The team
leader will serve as the main point of contact for the disaster site coordinator. Optimal team sizes vary with the
individual disaster site. Many can accommodate as few as 6 or as many as 15 members.

2. What does our group need to do to get ready? To be in the best position to serve a community that has
been affected by disaster, a volunteer work group should spend time together. Get to know each other. Inventory
skills and degree of expertise. Work out the responsibilities, communication issues and kinks in relationships
ahead of time. It is important to work well together as a team on any trip. It is especially so in a disaster response
situation.

3. What are key factors for a successful disaster response team experience? The community affected by
disaster has been subjected to sudden change, great loss and trauma leaving their world in state of upheaval. To
be in the best position to serve in a disaster situation, the team should: plan on time for rest, devotions and
reflection at the disaster site. Keep in mind that you are guests and servants under the authority of the community
in which you are serving. Take time to listen to and get to know the disaster survivors. Remain flexible! If the work
assignment is redirected, accept and affirm the change, pitch in, and do it!

4. Who pays for the trip? Each group (or church sending the group) bears the costs of their own transportation,
lodging, food and incidentals. Most disaster sites make arrangements for lodging at a reduced cost.

5. How much time should we plan? Most sites like to have groups stay for a week or longer.

6. What will we do? Each group's responsibilities will vary from site to site and individual site coordinators will be
able to give you that information. In general, however, needs for services and skills will vary with each stage of
disaster response. The emergency stage (days or weeks following the disaster) involves meeting urgent needs
such as helping to establish emergency shelters or feeding stations. The relief phase includes clean up and
temporary repairs. This phase can last from one to several months; longer when flooding is involved. The
recovery stage deals with permanent repairs and rebuilding. This stage can last from several months to several
years. In this phase the biggest need is for skilled teams.

Note: The United Church of Christ responding to a request for relief and recovery funds has sent from the One
Great Hour of Sharing Offering, Emergency USA Special Fund $21,000 to the UCC Florida Conference; and
$3,000 for emergency relief to the UCC Penn West Conference. An additional $15,000 was sent from OGHS to
Church World Service as part of our ecumenical commitment. Anticipating a long recovery process for persons
affected, and in order to allow the UCC a greater response, an additional $100,000 is being sought from UCC
members and friends.

Please continue to pray for persons impacted and for recovery workers.
