Who we are… 
We are a social action, social justice faith community, open and af-
firming, welcoming and supportive of all people.  
What we believe…and what we do… 
We believe taking the Bible seriously means it cannot always be 
taken literally. We follow the teachings of Jesus, worship God, and 
seek to be faithful to the way of Christ – alleviating suffering, op-
pression and injustice – feeding hungry people and housing families 
that have been displaced, seeking Jesus’ way of peace. 
          Only eleven other UCC congregations in North Carolina have 
made such a statement of good news identity as we adopted on Sunday, 
March 28, 2010. It is an historic day in the life of our congregation and 
our community!  
          The good news is we now have a clear vision of who we are and 
what we are doing as a congregation. So, in a sense, it is a little like 
Christmas at Easter. It is Christmas in the sense that it feels like a 
great gift to be given – a direction in our church’s life, a statement we 
can announce and with which we can engage others in conversation, 
unashamedly, boldly proclaiming the message of wondrous love.  

On the other hand, it is sort of like getting a puppy for Christ-
mas – it comes with a LOT of excitement, warm feelings, lots of love and 
cuddles – AND it comes with a LOT of responsibility. It must be em-
braced, given lots of attention, nurtured, and, of course, introduced to 
everyone around like a newborn grandchild.  

I am reminded of a Howard Thurman quote (a favorite of Pastor 
Marion):  
 

The Work of Christmas: 
When the song of the angels is stilled,  
When the star in the sky is gone,  
When the kings and princes are home,  
When the shepherds are back with their flock,  
The work of Christmas begins:

It is also good news to those 
searching for a way to follow Christ with integrity 
and really get involved with actions that make a 
difference in our community and world.   
          In this sense the statement reminds me of 
Easter – a time for telling our neighbors that Je-
sus is alive and dancing through Trinity!  
          Now the hard work of Christmas – and 
Easter—begins.
