John Nelson, expert on Asian religions at the 
Univ. of San Francisco says there is a famous 
saying in Japan that òPeople turn to the gods 
in times of trouble.ó In the beliefs of Shinto 
and Buddhism people do not focus on why the 
tragedy happened, but on how they should 
proceed. That response should include show-
ing patience, resilience and self -sacrifice in the 
face of tragedy and memorializing the dead. In 
Buddhists rituals priests read scripture and 
chant sutras before the body is cremated. 
When thousands of bodies are washed out to 
sea, Buddhist priests hold mass memorials. 
The deities of the Shinto have two faces: be-
nevolent and wrathful. Priests help restore the 
balance between the human and the divine.
